However, that Respondent shall not be arrested unless that Respondent has previously been served with a copy of this Order, or if not served, is shown a copy of this Order by the Peace Officer/Police Officer and, on being given an opportunity to do so, does not then obey it.
In making an arrest under this Order, a Peace Officer/Police Officer is authorized to do anything necessary to carry out the arrest, including the use of as much reasonable force as may be necessary to make the arrest, and without warrant to enter any place where, on reasonable and probable grounds, the Peace Officer/Police Officer believes that the Respondent may be found.
[bookmark: _Hlk165901690]This Order is sufficient authority for the keeper of a correctional institution to hold a Respondent in custody pending appearance before a Justice of the Court of King’s Bench of Alberta.
