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View Virtual Hearings 
 
As with in-person proceedings, virtual proceedings are open to the public and media. You will 
attend the proceeding in the "gallery" as you would in person, where you can watch and listen to 
the proceeding, but you will not be seen or heard. A broadcast screen will display either the name 
of the appeal that is currently being heard or indicate that the court is on an adjournment. 
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To attend a virtual proceeding, access the “View Hearing” link for 
that proceeding located on the hearings lists here: 
https://www.albertacourts.ca/ca/registry/lists. Click on the View 
Hearing link and that will take you to the Webex log-in page in the 
browser.
